A GUIDE TO TED SPONSORSHIPS & SCHOLARSHIPS

TED Sponsorship for MA Programmes
Full Time programmes (75%):
Student pays 25% of Newbold Composite Fee (=tuition; room & board; NSA fee; textbooks)
Employing Organisation pays 2.1 Local Monthly Wage Factor (LMWF) per calendar year
Union pays 2.1. LMWF per calendar year
TED pays the remainder or 25% (20% for BA) whichever is greater

Part Time Programmes (100%): 
The Student’s part is ¼ of the monthly Local Wage Factor (LMWF) per calendar year
The Employing Organisation’s part is 2/3 of the monthly LMWF per calendar year
The Union’s part is 2/3 of the monthly Local Wage Factor (LMWF) per calendar year
The TED’s part is the remainder or 25% whichever is greater
UK Doctoral Part Time Programmes (100%):

The Student pays ¼ of the monthly Local Wage Factor (LMWF) per calendar year

The Employing Organisation pays 1/3 of the total costs (minus student’s contribution)

The Union pays 1/3 of the of the total costs (minus student’s contribution)

The TED pays 1/3 of the of the total costs (minus student’s contribution)
TED Scholarship for Programmes

1) Students from North/Western Europe (Denmark, Finland, Iceland, Ireland, Netherlands, Norway, Sweden and UK) get 50% of tuition fees paid. The student pays 50% tuition fee and the full price for accommodation and food expenses. Ten scholarships or more are awarded for this group depending on the funds available at any given time.

2) Students from Southern and Eastern European countries (Albania, Bosnia-Herzegovina, Croatia, Estonia, Greece, Hungary, Israel, Latvia, Lithuania, Macedonia, Montenegro, Poland, Serbia and Slovenia) get 100% tuition fee and 50% of accommodation and food expenses paid. The student pays 50% of the accommodation and food expenses. Ten scholarships or more are awarded for this group depending on the funds available at any given time.
